March is the month for clean up and repairing and getting every thing ready for the huge explosion of
blossoms that will come after Good Friday and Easter. We have the early bulbs up and blooming now, and by
Easter we should have even more of our yard and landscapes coming to life.

Peach trees are already in bloom and that could spell disaster for them. Hopefully, the peaches will only
shake of the cold.

If you have not sprayed your peach trees you might hurry and spray them with 1 cup of tobaccotea - - - 1 cup
of liquid dish soap - - - 1 cup of cheap mouth wash. Mix all this together and spray especially the first 12
inches of trunk area well. This is a very good "clean up the bad bugs spray”. Tobacco tea is made by mixing
a handful of chewing tobacco in one gallon of water and allowing it to sit and "stew” for 24 hours. Strain out
the tobacco and store in a container with a good lid and be sure to mark the outside well that it is not for
consumption.

QUESTION AND ANSWER SECTION

How and when do your spread corn gluten granules?

'\ You spread it now and you start with the base of your house. You spread it in
circles out from your home and only go three or four circles. Wait a day and
continue to spread in circles until your reach your property line. This will give any
visiting snakes time to vacate the area. If you spread it all at once you trap them
inside your property line and you do not want that.
