MINUTES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS' MEETING ON 22 MARCH 2010

Present: Jane Crone, Lonnie Childs, Maggie Livings, Mike Mangum, Pat McCormick, Lynn Sample, Darlene Stewart, Joyce Studer, Glenn Thompson, Gracie Waggener, 
President Jane Crone called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. in the Conference Room of the NPSOT State Office.
The minutes of the February 15th meeting were approved as sent out by email.

The Treasurer's report was approved as presented. Treasurer Mike Mangum mentioned that most sponsorships have been received; only a few potential sponsors required reminders.
Vice-President and Program Director Pat McCormick reported that she was still working on the June program. She agreed to work with Vernon Frost to finalize arrangements for the picnic at Mr. Frost's home on May 15th. The picnic will probably be pot-luck, with the Club providing the meat. Mr. Frost has expressed concern over the supervision of children who might wander too close to his swimming pool. Members will be asked to bring their own chairs; if necessary, the Club will provide serving tables. Approximated 60 to 80 of the 133 memberships are expected to attend the picnic.
Joyce Studer, Director of Member Classes, discussed the Seed Gleaning Class held on February 17th. Fourteen members attended and enjoyed a very successful experience. The next Member Class will be held on April 17th; it will be conducted by Ann Brown, a Master Naturalist, and will deal with rain barrels. Barrels will be available at a discounted price of $35; the regular price is $50. The cut-off date for registrations will be April 8th. A Member Class in June will deal with Garden Tools; a Class in July will focus on Water Features. 

Membership Director Darlene Stewart discussed the membership sign-up sheets which had been distributed at the February meeting; Newsletter Editor Lonnie Childs will be asked to remind members of the sign-up sheets. Ms. Stewart also reminded board members of the packets given to new members and the information made available to visitors at meetings. 
President Crone reported that there will be a field trip to Delmar Cain's ranch east of Boerne on May 10th. 

Board members briefly discussed the joint N.I.C.E. program with the Kerrville NPSOT Chapter. There needs to be communication regarding shared expenses and an effort needs to be made to determine if the program is effective.
Lynn Sample discussed plans for the Wildscapes Workshop. Kelly Bender will speak on Better Basics and Kathy Lyle will give a presentation on Backyards & Butterflies. Rufas Stephans from Texas Parks & Wildlife has been asked to give a presentation and an attempt is being made to schedule a landscape architect to deal with native water features.
Gardens Director Maggie Livings reported that spring work is proceeding on the gardens on schedule. Directors discussed the need to obtain dirt to fill in the pond and to rake leaves out of the flower beds at the Pioneer Museum garden.

Lonnie Childs brought and showed a display board that will be used to promote NPSOT at a variety of events during the year. He described captions and graphics that will be developed to highlight the Chapter's many activities.
Gracie Waggener described activities planned for Native Plant Week during the third week in October. She displayed magnifiers which will be given to third graders in May at the Lady Bird Johnson Municipal Park.

Board members had questions regarding the Chapter's table at Earth Day. No information was available at the meeting; President Crone will look into the matter.
Maggie Livings discussed the upcoming Plant Sale. Jane Crone and Darlene Stewart will sit at the Chapter's table. Four-inch pots will be hard to obtain from the Friendly Natives Nursery; it may be necessary to settle for gallon containers. The Club will work with what's available. There will not be early sales—neither for volunteer workers nor the public. Tables will be needed for the cashier and for membership. Flats are needed for carrying black pots. Nothing will be sold except for plants and books at the Cashier's Table.

The meeting was adjourned at 5:04 p.m.
