As the heat continues through these dog days of summer | see the cheerful
blooms of sunflowers popping up along the roads and fields. Soon the na-
tive goldenrods will also be glowing with their golden -yellow spikes of
color. The abundant nectar and seeds these plants provide for the insect
and mammals is crucial for the migrating birds that will soon be passing

through our area.
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Any blooming plant now is a good candidate for fall sown seeds. If you de-

sire more of that plant next year allow the seeds to fall or scatter them

where youdd prefer to have that plant
mondo&és phlox, firewheels, and any ot hgq
see next spring, be sure to spread those seeds now through September.

We usually start getting our first fall rains by the end of this month into the

first few weeks of September. Late summer sowing will ensure the plants
will get the moisture to germinate at the right temperature. Remember,

that is soil temperature, not the temperature we feel.
