Native Plant Week is October 17 to 23.  On June 16, 2009 Governor Perry signed a bill into law that recognizes the third week in October as Texas Native Plant Week. The bill is intended to emphasize the role of native plants in conservation efforts and to be used as incentive for the Texas education system to teach school children about the importance of native plants. Native Plant Week (the Third Week in October) is the best time to start native plant, butterfly, hummingbird, wildflower or wildlife habitat gardens. Activities during the week focus on the benefits of using economical, drought resistant, hardy native plants to conserve water, time and money resources as well as preserve the food, nesting habitats and shelter of beneficial wildlife, such as songbirds, butterflies and insect pollinators. Texas Native Plant Week also provides awareness and public education of native-plant species threatened by loss of habitat or by invasive, exotic plant species.
