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Coral Honeysuckle 
(Lonicera sempervirens) 

This high-climbing, almost-evergreen 
Texas native vine is the ideal medium 
between being aggressive enough to grow 
well, while being very well-behaved. Its 
favorite habitat is where it gets sun all 
morning and shade in the afternoon.  
It will also take full sun, but will need  
more water and shade on its roots to 
become established. 

Coral honeysuckle is a great vine for 
attracting birds. Hummingbirds come to 
the blossoms in the spring, summer, and 
fall, and other birds are later drawn to its 
bright red berries.
