Skeletonleaf goldeneye grows on rocky ground
from the Rio Grande Valley to the Edwards Plateau
west to the TransPecos. With its skeletal dark
green leaves, golden daisies and rounded growth
habit, it is an extremely ornamental shrub or sub
shrub. It adapts to most wetlrained sites in full sun,
and will benefit from being cut back to maintain a
dense shrubby appearance. In its native habitat,
skeletonleaf goldeneye is evergreen, but farther
north it will be only root hardy. This plant blooms
intermittently through the summer and heavily in th
fall. Its leaves contain aromatic oils which discourage
heavy browsing by deer. It is a larval plant for som
butterflies.

We asked: How do YOU conserve water at your horrj

Here are some tips wedve @
members during the past month. Mike Mecke provided
several of the outside tip

INSIDE:

§ Set a bucket under bathtub spigot to catch cold water
that is usually wasted; turn on shower only after
water warms.

Take a tweminute shower.
Take a ONavy Shower:
up, shampooing hair, or shaving legs.

§ Soak and rinse dishes in a waféied basin in the
kitchen sink rather than continuously running water.

§ Reuse water left in glasses or water bottles to water
houseplants.

OUTSIDE:

§ Catch rainwater wherever
a fultscale rainwater collection system, use barrels,
buckets, and/or stock tanks wherever rain cascades
off the roof of your house, barn, storage building, or
dog-house. Then, add an electric pump to send it
where you need it most.

§ Direct A/C condensation ruyoff to a nearby tree or
bed by attaching extra hosing and securing with a
hose clamp.

§ Always build up a soil basin around new trees to holdj
some extra water while roots are getting established.

§ On slopes, build up berms here and there (using
rocks & soil) to slow and hold water longer.

§ Or use terracing on slopes to level out and slow
water drainage.
