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FOCUS ON NATIVES : Prostrate Winecup

Type: Forb

Height : 6 to 12 inches

Width : 18 to about 36 inches
Bloom Period : MarchMay

Longevity : Perennial
Growth habit : Prostrate (decumbent), trailing, numerous leafy stems
Growing conditions : Droughttolerant, sun.

Leaves: Rounded, deeply lobed, each lobe again divided into 5 to 7 lobes; with 2 tiny, rounded stipules at the ljfase
of each leaf.

Flowers: Cup-shaped, axillary, solitary, reddiplrple in our area (white or white with purple streaks found in
Menard and Kimble counties)

Deer resistant : NO
Availability : local nurseries that carry native plants

Remarks: The word involucrata in the scientific name comes from the 3 biiket structure that is found below
the bracts at the base of the flower; this structure is known as an involucel.

The Prostrate Winecup works well in a rock garden or cascading over a rock wall.

When planting, space aboutsfeet. Although this plant is rather small the first year or two, it expands greatly
as it matures. It dies back in the winter (mild winters, maybe not) but returns by early March.
The root (see photo) was from a 5 year old plant which had to be transplanted.
